Once the first enumeration form is filled correctly, then, the second enumeration form should
be filled like carbon copy of first enumeration form. While filling enumeration form, the first copy is damaged,

Answers

The enumeration form is an important document; thus, all electors should take due care whiling filling enumeration:
form, correct and accurate information to be filled and no column is to left blank.

At the first level checking manually or system checking by ECINET while digitising enumeration form, BLO may ask the |
elector to provide complete information and elector may provide complete information. If the elector provides the |
correct information or refused to give information, BLO will digitise the enumeration form and send to AERO with her
comments for further processing. BLO can't reject signed enumeration form received from elector whose name is|
enrolled in 2026 electoral roll.

If mistakes or missing column are identified at second level checking- BLO Supervisor level checking or third level
checking- AERO/ERQO level checking, the concerned enumeration form may be sent back physically or through ECINET to
BLO for more details. In any way whether information provide or not, if the enumeration form is filled and signed by |
elector, the concerned voter name will be included in the draft electoral roll by the AERO/ERO.

If the missing column is vital or wrong information is critical to decide the qualification the applicant to register asi
'elector, notice will be issued by AERO/ERO during notice and verification period and the elector can file correct
information with supporting documents after receiving notice to the concerned AERO/ERO to his satisfaction to include
|his/her name on the final electoral roll. AERO/ERO will pass speaking order on the basis of information provide by
|elector or information available with him.

If the elector is not satisfied with the order of AERQ/ERO, elector can file first Appeal u/s 24(a) of the RP Act, 1950 on
any decision of the ERO/AERO to the DEO-cum-DC. Second Appeal u/s 24(b) of the RP Act, 1950 to the CEO, against the|
decision of the first Appellate authority. Appeals to be in the manner prescribed under rule 27 of RER, 1960. The appeal
must reach the Appellate Authority within 15 days (first appeal) or within 30 days (second appeal) of the decision of the
authority.

'However, a foreign national who migrated to India, legally or illegally, to give correct or incorrect information and to
'sign a blank or partially filled enumeration form is a criminal offence and it is punishable under Section 31 of the
'Representation of People Act, 1950. In all such cases, ERO shall file FIR against such applicant who submitted
‘enumeration form online or in-person to BLO.
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
